	Commentary as appropriate:
Context – Your context is very limited to your previous project, the context should focus on the current trends in music, how you propose your tracks will fit within the genre that you choose and the related skill set and responsibilities you need to encompass to ensure that you can succeed in the music industry. Don’t limit this to purely practical skills in production, think about the image, brand, social media presence, awareness of social context and further required skills e.g. DJing. Try to think as the context as setting the scene for where your work fits and what is required for that to happen. Who are the related artists in the genres you suit and what skills do they have? Evaluate these and compare with your own. 
Research – Your proposed research has a range of primary and secondary sources but the range of these should encompass more of the areas, e.g. promotion and branding, advertising, management development as well as production.  In project 3 you identified some sources of research, these could be implemented in to your work to help bolster the research profile. You could also suggest a range of books, journals and online sources of research.
Problem Solving – You have identified problems but there is not much evidence to suggest you have identified variable ways to solve them. The problems you face are quite generic so is there potential research that already solves these problems? Think about a range of solutions rather than just one, as it is far more likely that you will need to think outside the box to solve some of the problems you will face. You need to implement both practical and theoretical approaches to solving problems. Please ensure you do this. 
Planning and Production – A well planned project, more relation to the context would be useful to fully understand the projects relation to the professional industry. The focus on a lot of your work is on what you have done previously, useful in evaluation but not related or linked to the professional standards and levels you want to achieve. Set yourself against these to measure where you are and where you need to be. 
Practical Skills – You talk about research but what about researching new techniques and methods and applying these within your project? Experimentation is important but so is researching new ideas to experiment with. 
Evaluation and Reflection – Gibbs model is quite awkward and not always the most suitable, it may be worth considering Kolb as well. The planning to implement this at most stages is excellent and will help you to evaluate and reflect effectively.
Presentation – The presentation and proposal are very good with a detailed presentation of the project and plan. The detailed plan is presented in a clear and concise manner that demonstrated a detailed and realistic timeline. The evaluation of the proposal lacks the Gibbs cycle which you should be using, not sure why this is absent?
