Context – Your production plan needs to be moved to your extended project as it is part of the process of the project. Please add this in. You could also reflect on the progress through this to see if you are up to date? What is the wider context of your music? where does it fit within the music industry? What is the genre and how lucrative is this or is it more of an underground scene? Where could this take you in your career; more production, DJing etc.? what skills might you need to further to develop. 
Research – There is no research! Even though you have lots of research evident in your proposal, none of this has been implemented in your work that I can see. Please update your research and show evidence of how you have implemented it within your study. You should also evaluate it where possible to demonstrate critical evaluation of other sources. As above no evaluation or analysis, this is so important to demonstrate how you have implemented your study, otherwise what is the point of the research? 
Problem Solving – The proposal states that time management was a major impacting factor on your work so that the plan is very important. You time management has focused too much on creating tracks and now there is no evidence of problem solving whilst creating the tracks or in any other area (research, marketing etc.) Time management is again a major issue for you. Please adjust your project plan in order to still meet your deadlines. I think you should think about the time management factor and start applying this to your current project. You should also demonstrate your problem-solving process throughout the production and research sections.
Planning and Production – You state in your proposal that the marketing and promotion are a key focus for you but I see no evidence of this in terms of research, analysis or reflection, you have been thinking a lot about this but where is the evidence in your work? I know you have done a lot but there is no evidence for any other marker to see. You Must document it. 
Practical Skills – You have produced some excellent tracks but there is no evidence to demonstrate this, no screen shots, no videos, no screen casts. Why? Please add in the tracks as a start, then some evaluative screen captures where you can talk over the process of developing the sound design and mixing and mastering, this will easily provide analysis and some elements of evaluation. 
Evaluation and Reflection – Weekly reflections are empty and there is no evidence of the Gibbs reflective cycle that you proposed to use.  There is no evaluation or reflection through the entire project, some evaluation and reflection is evident in the proposal but not enough and not detailed in the depth that needs to be presented. You should provide some reflection on the process of creating your tracks, mixing and mastering them. What are the successes and weaknesses of the tracks, how do you intend to improve and develop from these?
Presentation – There is nothing to currently present, your digital space is currently missing any form of research, reflection, practical skills, problem solving and planning. This is very poor. You have completed a significant amount of work but there is no evidence or reflection on this. Please apply your skills and time to providing this evidence as a key focus point for the next few weeks.
Jensen, currently the work you have presented is having a significant negative impact on your grade. The music you have produced is excellent but the lack of evidence on digital space means that all the hard work you have applied will equate a poor grade. Please address these issues asap to ensure you can still achieve a high grade. This is a huge disappointment after the quality of the work you have produced.
