	Commentary as appropriate:
Lars, you have worked very hard on your project so far and have managed to perform several gigs, write songs, arrange recording sessions, make ghost tracks and much more. Unfortunately, the work you have undertaken so far is not documented effectively on your digitalspace. You must work hard to upload all the relevant work and complete your project on time in order to achieve the grade you deserve. You could benefit fro including more videos and images as well as written accounts and ongoing reflections.

Context – Your proposal discusses the context of your project but you should look into the wider context of the music industry. Where does being a performer in a hard rock band sir within the music industry? Is this a field that is lucrative? What are the professional expectations of you as a performer? Are there other bands who could serve as examples?
Research – You have documented some limited primary research and secondary research that you have carried out as rehearsals and a list of youtube videos. There needs to be a wider range of sources and evidence that you have applied the research in your project. There is very limited research into other performance aspects, including promotion/marketing. Could you contact professionals for advice too?
Problem Solving – There is no list of problems that might occur or problems that have occurred. You should update this list and start to document all the problems you have actually encountered and how you have dealt with them. For example, how did you overcome problems when rehearsing, recording, managing gigs, promoting, problems with band members, etc.?
Planning and Production – Refer back to your production schedule to ensure you are on track, Are there any copies of correspondence and collaboration you can document here? There is currently no evidence of your planning – surely you have had band meetings?

Practical Skills – You have worked hard to develop your songs as a band through rehearsals. However, this could be documented more fully through video, audio and images. Evidence needs uploading to ensure you accurately represent the standard of your practical skills as a performer. What other skills have you contributed to the project – e.g. ghost tracks and using logic – document these too! Promotional skills?

Evaluation and Reflection – There should be ongoing reflections on each aspect of your portfolio, including the set list, song ideas, song developments as well as more detailed reflections of your mock and final performance. These can be written or videoed. 
Presentation – You should structure the tabs on your digitalspace properly to correspond to your project. Also, you should think about presenting yourself at your final performance, including promotional photos, logos, identity and branding. What other ways are you presenting your final product? Online, offline – what platforms? Do not forget to proofread and check for spelling and grammar.
