Practical Skills — You have really developed as a singer throughout this project. There were also some tricky piano parts that you
managed to practice and incorporate. You also showed some creativity when coming up with your vocals. More documentation of
your individual practice and progress would have helped you demonstrate your practical skills even more.

Evaluation and Reflection — You have evaluated throughout this project although it is sometimes limited in scope. Aim to be more
specific when detailing targets and use subject terminology where possible. Your final project evaluation could be more detailed
and it would be a good idea to consider your initial reflections. Possibly explore different ways to document evaluations such as
audio or video.
