Well done Adam, you have completed this project to a satisfactory standard. The work submitted meets all the assessment criteria
and is of a satisfactory standard. You have completed a good performance with evidence for a variety of aspects of the project.

Context - You have introduced your job role that clarifies your aims and purpose as a health and safety manager, although this could
be much more detailed.

Research — This was sufficient but lacking a detailed and expansive exploration into the subject matter ensuring a broad range of
resources have been implemented. This is an area of weakness and you should work on developing this to demonstrate your ability
to fully research and apply this research to each task. It is critical to develop this to become a more extensive researcher to meet the
higher criteria.

Problem Solving — You successfully demonstrated the ability to solve problems as and when required with effective and decisive
means. Your job role required problem solving though out and enabled you to show your skills in this area. You should try to develop
this within your evaluation to demonstrate further understanding and evaluation of your problem-solving skills, it is not about just
solving problems but developing your methods and understanding of solving them.

Planning and Production — There was limited evidence of your planning and production skills although | saw them evidenced week to
week with the way you completed your role as a drummer in a band effectively.

Practical Skills — Your performance skills were good and you worked well throughout the rehearsal process as a key member of your
band. You managed to juggle the demands of being in a band and considering health and safety risks — well done!

Evaluation and Reflection — Evaluative and analysis is present throughout but sometimes a little vague and limited. It would be nice to
see more ongoing reflections on the progress you made.

Presentation - You presented your work effectively but you could think about the structure of your online portfolio and more careful
presentation, including images, video and audio.

You
worked well throughout the project and were a reliable member of the band. You should try to improve your documentation of work
and the structure of your portfolio in future.
