5 Job roles in the music industry 

· Songwriters – The average annual salary is approximately £63,300. 

. one of the song writer is responsibility’s for writing the lyrics. 

. Another response ability for the song writer is how the score or song is written out 
Another responsibility for the song writer is what instrument to use in the song.

. one of the skills the song writer equips is to use their imagination to make a song and what he song is about.

· Record producer - On average, record producers earn about £63,200 per year. The salary ranges for record producers runs from £41,000 to £105,000.

. The record producer’s responsibility’s is to take charge of the direction of the song. 

. Another responsibility the record producer has is to make sure everything falls into place.

. The skills to have when becoming a record producer are to be open minded and willing to try something new. 

· DJ’s - The median wage for a DJ’s is approximately £49 an hour. The salary, superstar DJs make up to 4£ million annually, according to Forbes.

. The DJs responsibility is to mix different music together by ether changing the temp or adds loud dynamics. 

. The skills a DJ have are the ability to find a way to mix other songs together.

· sound technicians – Sound technicians earn around £41,100 yearly. The salary range for sound technicians runs from £25,000 to £69,000.
     
. One responsibility a sound engineer is to make sure the sound is at a perfect level and that you can hear all the instruments as well as turning them down if they are too loud.

. another responsibility the sound engineer has is to make sure the speakers are connected and in the right place to project the sound out instead of having the sound come from one way or the other.

. A skill to have when being a sound engineer is to understand when to turn down the volume to an instrument that drowns out the other instruments.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Singers - working singers earn about £46,600 per year. The salary range for singers, however, is vast, ranging from £17,680 at the low end to £185,000,000 at the top.

. One reasonability a singer has is to sing the lyrics at the right time in the right key to fit the song.

.another responsibility for a singer is to carry the song along and to change tempo mid song or change key or add falsetto.

. A skill a singer should have is to sing on a specific key and change to another while the song carry’s on.
