Microphone analysis

Type 1: Dynamic Microphone
“Dynamic microphones are the most robust and reliable microphones in the music industry. Dynamic microphones have a cardioid polar pattern, or unidirectional pattern, as it’s also called. A cardioid polar pattern means that the microphone picks up sound from the direction you point it in and cancels any sound coming from behind.” - https://higherhz.com/microphone-types/
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This a Dynamic microphone. It would not be suitable for our podcast because you need to be very close to it in order for the microphone to pick up your voice. I am recording the podcast with Tayyab and so we would each have to take turns at speaking into this type of microphone.

It would record the sound better and wouldn’t have too much background noise or interference. The sound quality would be greater but the time taken to record would be massive. 



Type 2: Condensor Microhone
“If we put the price to the side for a minute, what you get in comparison to a dynamic microphone is a trade-off between versatility and accuracy/quality. Condenser microphones are by far more accurate, more balanced, and have a sweetness to their sound. They are more sensitive, too, so they aren’t great for loud sound sources. But, that well-balanced, detail-rich sound makes them ideal for softer, brighter sound sources.” - https://higherhz.com/microphone-types/
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This is a condenser microphone, it can pick up the sound better, but it will pick up everything in the room including air conditioning or even sounds from outside of the room. Some of this could be edited out or reduced using software such as Audacity. We could also reduce some of the pops and bangs by using a pop shield.
