The technical skills I have learnt during this project was how the main tools that I used had different uses and functions like e.g. I used the paint bucket/gradient tool for the background/fore ground, paint brush for drawing the fox, transform tool for enlarging or shrinking images or characters, duplicating layers, ellipses tool/paint brush for the nose, smudge tools for the fur and polygonal/normal lasso to outline an image. I have encountered few problems like for an example photoshop playing up sometimes, work not saved properly or in the right place, wondering if I should change anything major or minor about the work and finding artists that relate to my specialist industry practise. I have linked my work to be an online illustrator and I took an interest in happy expressions of the foxes in their work when I saw it for the first time, and I wanted to base my work of theirs.
