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Poetic documentaries:
Poetic documentaries are abstract and loose with the narrative they try to create a feeling rather than a truth. Filmmakers will experiment with these finding creative compositions and challenging juxtapositions.

Expository documentaries: 
 In contrast to poetic documentaries this is what most people consider as “documentaries” and aims to inform or persuade often through a voiceover or voice of God narration. This is one of the best ways to share information.


 Observational documentaries: 

 Observational documentaries give everyone a voice and shows to get all perspectives on a subject giving audiences a first-hand look into the subjects most important moments one of the most famous examples is “Harlan County, USA” directed by Barbara Kopple. 

Participatory documentaries: 

 Participatory documentaries include the filmmaker within the narrative. This can be a minor influence or a major influence that can directly influence how people react to the documentary. 

Reflexive documentaries: 
  Reflexive documentaries often include the filmmaker but as opposed to participatory 
Documentaries they focus solely on themselves and the act of making the film.

Performative documentaries:
Performative documentaries use stress subject experience to share an emotional response with the world. This has sometimes been called the “Michael Moore style.”
