Context
You have demonstrated a good understanding of podcast production through setting out in detail your ambitions and purpose. This understanding could have been solidified by relating your research to your decision making and identifying where your podcast might fit within the wider podcasting world. 

Research 
You should remember to provide references in Harvard style for the sources of your research, this is an important area to improve upon in future projects. I could not find evidence of ‘interpretation and synthesis’ here. The demographics research is good but it is unclear how you have incorporated much of your research into your own idea development. 

Practical skills 
The practical skills evidenced in your journal and finished podcast are of a satisfactory standard as you have produced a podcast and logo which are appropriate for the brief. There were some flaws in the execution however as the discord VC recording is the ideal way to record a podcast. You have not evidenced any exploration into microphone types or recording techniques. 

Evaluation and Reflection 
The communication could be more ‘Professional’, try doing more planning and proof reading to improve clarity and focus. It could be made more ‘Accomplished’ by including ongoing evaluation throughout the other tasks and by evaluating your finished podcast comparatively against other successful productions. You could also have recorded and responded to peer, tutor and target demographic feedback within this. 

Overall Conclusion 
Without having read your digital space I’m not sure an audience would understand the concept behind your podcast gameshow. I think some more planning and consideration for a target audience would help in this regard. I am aware that you have had some difficulties in taking part through the course of this project so well done for passing. Looking to the future try and work with your tutors more to realize the higher grades you are capable of achieving.
