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1. How do you feel this project went?
I think this project went really well. With this being our first production as a company who didn’t really know anything about each other we have had to bond as a company while creating something we want to be proud of, which I think we achieved. Especially when the only stimulus we were given was Humour and we managed to created a whole production out of it I think this project went really well.
2. What skills do you feel you have developed throughout this project?
One of the skills I have had to really develop this project is my physical theatre. Before, in other productions, I have always used dialogue but with this opening scene and slapstick scene ive had to work on showing characterization through body language and physical theatre. 
3. What were your key strengths in project 1?
I believe my key strengths were coming up with ideas with the group and working on the scripts. It’s something that I have struggled with in the past especially when voicing my ideas and I’m glad in this project I spoke up and helped towards creating parts of this production. 
4. What were the weaknesses in project 1? 
My weakness in this project was defiantly my vocal projection. It is something that I managed to work on in rehearsals but in the actual performance I know I could’ve projected a little more.
5. How effectively did you manage the overall process?
I think I managed the process quite effectively. We worked as a company to tweak and build on our performance and I think in the end the piece really came together which shows that each tweak and each change, as well as the production meeting were all effective during this project.
6. Can you discuss any key research sources which have supported your process?
I used youtube to do a lot of research especially during the different comedy features. I did this so when performing the different sections of the production, I knew the different types of comedy used and I could apply it correctly into the scene.
7. How effectively did you apply the research?
I think I applied the research very effectively. Especially during our slapstick pieces I researched different videos to see how I could develop our piece and making it more over the top and exaggerated.
8. What have you learnt from this project which you will take forward on to the next step of your own personal development?
I think one thing I have learnt from this project is how important it is to be quiet backstage as you can always here any whispers which doesn’t just affect the members of the company that are performing on stage but also distracts the audience from enjoying the show. Next time I will ensure that I am quite backstage as to not distract anyone.
9. What have you learnt about the topic of devised theatre? 
One thing I have learnt is that it is very difficult to stick to the script you have written because you get lots if different ideas to incorporate, but it can also be quite difficult to come up with certain parts, you have to be confident in the company to manage to push past any struggles to create a production that fits the stimulus but also something you have devised from scratch.
10. What can you do now that you couldn’t do when you started the course?
I am more confident when putting forward any ideas that could be helpful, and I am also more confident with doing things such as production meeting as this was a new experience for me and I realised just how important they were to a production.
11. Why is learning this important?
This is important because without a production meeting, the company remains unsure on any props, costumes, staging or lighting needed. It is always important to discuss your visions for you production, to ensure it is developed to the best it can be, and to do that you need the correct lighting cues and music cues, props in the places you need the, and staging placed in the correct place for the upcoming scene.
12. If you were to do the project again what would you do differently?
If I were to do this project again I would defiantly work on developing my character more as I feel like I could’ve done more to make her seem more confident, and would also develop my vocal projection.  
13. How will you effectively apply this within your next project?
In my next project I will effectively apply this by researching and creating a character profile for the character I am playing to understand them more, which will be easier to bring them to life, and I will also remember that If I feel like I am speaking too loud, I am most likely at the correct volume.
14. Did you enjoy the rehearsal process?
I really enjoyed the rehearsal process. I enjoyed how we made it from a small waiting room scene and managed to create something that told a story. Working through the different changes was something that I was worried about first but in the end I enjoyed how the end production turned out.
