Context

You have a fair amount of context in your Event Management tab. You go into quite a lot of detail about the event we are putting on, but it is buried in between other information. There is really only one page that contains anything relevant. It is a good page with plenty of information, but it is hard to pinpoint the exact section where you focus on the context of performing or putting an event on. This area really needs work, so this is a referral.

Research

There is not really any research here at all, so this will also be a referral.

Problem Solving

In your Event Management page, you show quite a few things that you did, and a number of problems that showed up during the planning. You also show how you worked with your peers to overcome those problems, although it is not directly addressed. This will get a satisfactory.

Planning and Production

I am happy with the amount of detail you included in your Event Management summary. It shows that you were involved in the planning and production of the event. This will receive a good grade.

Practical Skills

You have missed the final performance videos, and there are only two videos showing your skills. This is not at Level 3 Extended level. There are also no practice pages, and there is absolutely nothing showing your individual practice, so I have nothing to assess. This needs improvement to reach a satisfactory level. Uploading the final performance would be a good start. This is a referral.

Evaluation and Reflection

You have only evaluated and reflected on one rehearsal in some detail, but this is not enough. There is no evaluation of the final performance or any of the marks. This is not at the correct level, so it is a referral.

Presentation

The only page that looked ready to go was the Event Management page. Everything else is either empty or half-finished, such as your rehearsal evaluation. This will be a referral.

Summary

This has been a really poor submission, Jaheim. There is plenty that needs to be added here. You said you were going to try harder this year compared to last year, and that really needs to happen for the resubmission.
