Context — Your portfolio demonstrates a good understanding of the subject and its wider context, there is a range of research presented and
a clear understanding of its relation to the subject areas. You have also included an analysis of a classical and jazz performances to really
compare and contrast to the insightful analysis you completed. Your presentation was delivered professionally with ample detail. You have
shown that you have also begun to think about promotion through the making of a logo which looks great — you could certainly take
promotion and marketing further in your final project! You could include a project schedule in future to show clear evidence of planning.

Research — You have detailed research in your live performance analysis and there is some research for your health and safety case study,
although it is not always clear where this information is from. There is ongoing research throughout the project that s applied directly to your
development. Harvard Referencing could be implemented in future to ensure there is no plagiarism. You should try to document a wider
range of sources. In future you can access the library to use books and articles as well as websites.

Practical skills —You have documented rehearsals and the development of your ensemble extremely well. You stayed on task throughout the
project during rehearsals and worked well with other members of your group, including extra rehearsals where necessary. Your bass skills
clearly developed throughout the project, as well as incorporating effective rehearsal techniques such as ‘topping and tailing’. You developed
as a musician and performer throughout the course of the project, culminating in a confident final performance. You also challenged yourself
by singing! You have talent as a singer and should look to develop and practice this more. There is room to improve by being able to add
more complex parts and a greater knowledge of your fretboard. | look forward to seeing your practical skills develop even further over the
course of this first year.
