Growing up, I was fascinated by films and the creative process, often watching behind-the-scenes footage of my favourite TV shows and films. I am a big fan of the Marvel franchise, especially the behind-the-scenes content that shows how CGI is created and how they bring the magic to life on screen. It inspired me to learn more about the skills and knowledge involved in creating special effects and editing. 

I have been making short character edits for Instagram and Tik Tok, inspired by my passion for films and TV shows, and the popularity of these videos on social media. I edit these clips on a software named ‘VideoStar’ on my phone, which allows me to sync transitions with music. I find this engaging as a viewer, and I wanted to capture that experience for myself. My Instagram account grew to 5.3K followers, and through this hobby, I realised I wanted to pursue media courses after leaving high school. 
This passion had led me to pursue a Level 3 Extended Diploma in Creative Media Production Technology at Bradford College, aiming to develop my editing skills for a career as a film editor. During the course, I worked on various projects, including short films, TV talk show, social media advert, podcast, interviews, and a YouTube Vlog. 
For example, one of these short films called ‘Mirror’ followed a young girl targeted by a TikTok trend that leads to murder and impersonation. Through this, I developed skills in collaboration, directing, editing, time management, and problem-solving, while identifying strengths and areas of improvement. 
I am currently working on a client project with the National Science and Media Museum in Bradford to create a marketing strategy for their re-opening. This involves researching trend-aware data and strategies to improve the museum’s outreach. My idea is to install a photo booth, where visitors can go and capture photos and TikTok videos that will be automatically posted to the museum’s TikTok and Instagram accounts. 
Through my creative media experiences, I realised my goal of becoming a film editor had shifted. Working on projects like podcasts and TV broadcasts helped me discover my strengths and weaknesses, and I discovered that I enjoy directing and shaping the story more than editing in post-production. 
During my time in college, I learned the importance of being considerate and staying calm while working with new people on set. I realised that not every project needs to be perfect; each one is an opportunity for growth and practice.
One of the most meaningful experiences that prepared me for university was a two-week work placement in Aruba with college, where we documented and interviewed artists for Aruba Art Week. This experience boosted my confidence in engaging with new people and prepared me for practical projects. It also taught me how to live and collaborate with others, building friendships and trust with my fellow students. 
Working on a short film taught me the importance of time management and leading a team under a short period of time. It also helped me become more considerate to others’ ideas and thoughts for improving the production process. 
My college experience strengthened my ambition and resilience. I learned to push through challenges, giving my best even when things seemed not to be going as smoothly as anticipated. 
Creating my own short films deepened my understanding of storytelling and the importance of leaving viewers thing about the plot’s meaning. I learned that this effect comes not just from the script and acting, but also form the set’s mood, colour tone, characters emotions, music, and overall, the atmosphere to engage the audience. 
Studying at university will allow me to express more of my thoughts and ideas within telling stories and portraying them throughout many ways of Film Production. It will also allow me to gain my knowledge and experience within the industry, which will help me unlock skills I don’t know I have. 
I believe that I have gained more skills within life and my experience within the industry
